	I.	Call to Order

A. The meeting was called to order by President Cali Crawford. 

B. All members with the exception of Wayne County CCD were present

	II.	Current Business
A. Publicity Report
1. Tod Hess, MCCAA Publicity Director, reported to the body that the reporting of scores this fall has been worse than the past few years.  With the number of visitors we get to our site it is important to get scores in by the midnight deadline.

2. Soccer just needs to take a picture of the scoresheet at the end of the game and text it to Tod. It is very important those scores and cards are reported that night (especially on weekends with back to back games) so that suspension can be properly documented. 

3. Hess reminded the body that basketball schedules are due by October 1st and rosters are due by November 1st. 

4. Hess reviewed some frequently asked questions about the website. 

5. He asked that if you have a player of the week at the NJCAA level that you send a head shot for the article on the web site and if you are ranked you send a few actions shots.
 
6. Team photo need to be send to Hess for the fall sports for the MCCAA website. 

	III.	Sport Reports

A. Baseball

1. Al Perry presented the updated Baseball by-law changes and they were passed by the body with the exception of the awards portion as the awards committee has a proposal for the baseball awards later in the meeting.

2. The new MCCAA Championship game/Region XII seeding proposal passed the body. 

B. Softball

1. Tod Hess presented the softball report and it was accepted by the body.




	IV.	Old Business

A. Charlie Chanter All-Sports Trophy

1. Tod Hess reported on the findings of the Awards committees research on the All-Sports Award

2. We do it the same as most conference that sent information to the committee just the starting point total for the champion is different

3. The body passed the proposal from the awards committee that split the points for golf and baseball into conferences and gave championship and runner up points for MCCAA championships to all sports in the MCCAA.

B. Certificates

1. The body was presented with three different certificate designs and the body selected the 3rd certificate presented and it was decided that no signature line would be on the awards.

C. East/West Proposal

1. A proposal for the East/West Challenger that had even years using the Women’s standings and playing at the Eastern Schools and in odd years using the men’s standings and playing at western schools failed. 

D. Tournament Hotel

1. Tom Healey gave his thoughts on this and thought that it should be part of the tournament directors handbook he has been working on.

E. Officials Pay

1. Al Perry ran the rubric and found that volleyball should be increased five dollars but then it was pointed out to him that high schools are 2 of 3 sets while we play 3 out of 5 sets.

2. A proposal for the volleyball fees to go to $110 next year ($5 to get us in the line with the rubric and $5 for the set difference) passed.

F. Charter Bus

1. Shelly Raube talked to Trinity and they said they could hold two busses for the MCCAA for spring nationals. 

2. After the meeting, Shelly got prices for the busses. For softball it is $10,996.00 and baseball will be $14,301.00 for Division II and $9,857.00 for Division III (price will change now that tournament is being moved out of North Carolina).

G. Film Exchange

1. The coaches were surveyed by Al Perry on a mandatory film exchange and the voted that they would not be in favor of it. 



H. Weather Proposal

1. The cold weather proposal with the forecast temperature for game time at departure time passed. 

I. Probation discussion

1. Sid Fox asked about the Probation regulation that passed last year and included a letter to the president. He will bring a proposal to the March meeting.

	V.	New Business

A. Transgender policy

1. There was a discussion of locker room use and transgendered athletes. Al Perry sent out the NCAA policy on it to the body.

B. Music discussion

1. Tod Hess informed the body that he has seen team playing music from dugouts and benches and there was on at least two occasions he heard profanity in the music

2. The body passed a proposal to be put in all the sport by-laws that said, All game music is the responsibility of the home school and should not be profane or vulgar. 

C. Treasurer

1. Courtney Ivan and Tod Hess were nominated for the open MCCAA Treasurer position. Courtney Ivan was name treasurer to fill the reminder of the term. 


D. Awards committee

1. The body passed the baseball award proposal that was presented by the awards committee now that baseball is split into conferences.

2. The awards proposal for softball that was presented by the awards committee now that Schoolcraft has softball in the Eastern Conference was passed by the body. 

3. Tod Hess asked for anyone who has a vender that would like to bid on the award to let him know ASAP as the RFP is done and waiting to go out. 

E. Discussion items

1. Tom Shaw let the body know that you can use Arbiter to pay your table people.

2. With the new overtime laws there is a teaching exception that can be used.

3. Kellogg CC will be playing a Battle Creek Central Fieldhouse while there new gym is being built. 

4. There was a question about textbooks in a class being charge by the school as part of tuition. It was recommended to e-mail the NJCAA.

5. It was decided by the body that the google forms question can only be proposed by AD’s. 

6. There was a brief discussion of a commissioner but it needed to be presented at the Region meeting before more could be done at the MCCAA level.
